1863 & 1868, acquiring much land around Gingin: after retirement he 
occupied himself in public affairs as a financier. Employed 7 T/L men 
at Gingin. His wife was a music teacher. Visited Melbourne 1882-3 with 
2 Misses Sadler.

Naturalized 29.2.1860 & anglicized his 
name to Peter LEWIS.

SALVADO, Rosendo (Bishop), b. Tuy, Spain 1.3.1814, d. 29.12.1900 
(Rome), body brought to New Norcia for burial. In 1829 he entered 
Benedictine Monastery of St. Martin at Compotela, Spain. In 1830 he 
joined Benedictine community at Cava, Naples when Spanish orders were 
suppressed by Govt. On 8.1.1846 arr. WA per Elizabeth with Bishop 
Brady & his missionaries. 1.3.1847 founded Benedictine Monastery at 
New Norcia - College for Natives 8.12.1848. On 24.8.1848 was a 
naturalized citizen. On 8.1.1849 he was sent to Europe by Brady per 
Emperor of China & was consecrated Bishop of Pt. Victoria (N.T). in 
Serra's place. In 1853 apptd. again to WA, arr. 8.8.1853 per 
James Panter. On Serra's return in 1857 was able to go to New Norcia 
again, & was appointed Abbott of New Norcia for life in 1867. He made 
several visits to Europe, taking part in 1st Vatican Council 1869- 
1871. He went to Europe 8.3.1881 per Mirzapore. Arr. WA 12.9.1885 per 
Glen Morven with 10 others for the mission. To SA & returned 
9/10.1887. To Rome 30.11.1899. Commemorated in 1979 in a brass plaque 
in Perth pavement for year 1847.

SALVADO, Santos (Rev Fr), b. 5.7.1811 (Spain), d. 17.4.1894 (Spain). 
Arr. 3.5.1869 per Robert Morrison from London with Bishop Salvado (his 
brother). Prior at New Norcia for 1 year. Formerly chaplain to Queen 
of Spain. Dep. possibly 2.1879.

SAM, a native of East Indies, d. 4.2.1883. He was working for Clarkson 
at Karratha Station, North West.

SAMBROOK, James, arr. 26.7.1869 per Hastings (from England).

Prospector "Higginsville" & "Sampey's Find". Farmer, Doodlakine.
