Dirk HARTOG, skipper of Eendracht (the lst European known to have set
foot in Australia) placed a pewter plate inscribed with the date
25.10.1616 on Dirk Hartog Island. In 1619 Frederick de HOUTMAN sailed
along the coast from Bunbury to Houtman's Abrolhos. About 1622
C. Leeuwin was named after a Dutch vessel whose skipper apparently
sighted the Cape. In 1,1627 Francois THIJSSEN & Pieter NUYTS sailed
along the South coast. In 6.1629 Francisco PELSAERT of the Batavia was
wrecked on the Abrolhos. He made his way to Batavia in one of the
ship's boats & on his return to the wreck, wreaked vengeance on
mutineers who murdered & plundered during his absence.. Abel TASMAN
concluded memorable voyages of discovery at Tasmania & New Zealand by
sailing down the Northern coast of Australia & down to North West Gape
in 1644. On 4.1656 the Gilt Dragon was wrecked possibly near Moore
River. The skipper Pleter ALBERTSZ sent his steersman, Abraham LEEMAN
& a small party in an open boat to Batavia for help. Captain
VOLKERTSZOON was sent to rescue the survivors, taking Leeman as guide.
He abandoned Leeman & his party on the mainland. Leeman succeeded once
more in making his way to Batavia where Volkertszoon was brought to
justice. In 12.1696 Willem de VLAMING visited Rottnest, & his men
explored the Swan River. He then sailed North to Dirk Hartog Island
where he replaced Hartog's plate with one his own, commemorating both
their visits. He took Hartog's plate to Holland. Vlaming's plate was
taken to France by Freycimet in 1818.
