By 1887 
was ill & destitute at Geraldton & went to Rottnest to live with his 
brother Samuel, a teacher there.

WALCOTT, Pemberton, b. 6.5.1834, d. 14.5.1883 (Broome), son of James & 
Johannah (nee Perry). ?Swan 1858 10ac.(?Blackwood farmer & grazier 
1868-1870). Was naturalist & meteorological observer in Frank 
Gregory's expedition 1861 to North West. To Warren District c.1862. 
Employed 5 T/L men 1864-1869. Master of pearling lugger Pearl at 
Roebourne. Inspector of Pearl Fisheries. Captain of Revenue Cutter 
Gertrude. North West JP 1874. Was in command of the Govt. Revenue 
cutter Ruby & explored the coast near Derby to establish site for a 
port. The town of Pemberton, Pt. Walcott & Walcott Inlet were named in 
his honour. Believed to have been killed by eating food with ground up 
bamboo (acts like glass).
